FIRE EXTINGUISHER.

Description

WARNING: THE EXTINGUISHER IS A PRESSURIZED EQUIPMENT WITH A LIMITED LIFE- TIME

1. The Halon-Alternative Fire Extinguisher (HAFEX) is designed to fight fires of classes A, Band C
as defined in UL711:

A. Class A: Fires that involve ordinary combustible materials such as wood, cloth, paper,
rubber, and many plastics.

B. Class B: Fires that involve flammable liquids, petroleum greases, oil- based paints,
solvents, lacquers, alcohols and flammable gases

C. Class C: Fire that involve energized electrical components.

2. The HAFEX achieved a rating of 5B:C and is certified for usage with these type of fires. Though it
can be used to fight class A fires, it is too small to achieve a 1A- rating. More than 1 fire
extinguisher can be required to extinguish a Class A fire.

3. The HAFEX passed the tests required by the Minimum Performance Standard DOT/FAA/AR-01/
37.

4. The extinguisher is loaded with 1.6 kg (3.527 Ibs.) of the clean agent Halotron BrX (Stabilized 2-
bromo-3,3,3-trifluro- propene). The article is pressurized with dry nitrogen. Actuation of the
extinguisher is accomplished by a manual trigger action.

5. The cylinder of all variants of the HAFEX consists of a seamless aluminum cylindrical vessel.
Each extinguisher is fitted with a head including an integrated nozzle. The valve head with the
integrated nozzle and the actuation device are made of polymers.

6. The standard color for all extinguishers is red (RAL3001).

(1) In addition to the INSPECTION/CHECK SUBTASK 26-24-02-200-001-A01, the
extinguisher has to be weighed with a calibrated scale once every 24 month. If
the weight falls below the minimum gross weight (see TABLE 3), discard the

extinguisher. The measured weight and date of weighing have to be noted on
an applicable placard, which is in accordance with your national regulations.

A. Conditional Inspection

(1) Perform the following inspection before installation and do it again and again at least
every six months and after 30 days with A/C on ground (See EASA AD 2021-0185):

Remove the fire extinguisher from its bracket. Refer to REMOVAL.

Put the fire extinguisher in a vertical position onto a flat and even surface with the
safety pin in position. Refer to Figure 5003.

Use only one finger and carefully push the lever up with a low force. Refer to
Figure 5004.

Release the lever.

NOTE: THE LEVER MUST MOVE DOWN BY ITS OWN.

Do a check for the possible clearance between the safety pin and the valve
head (Do not touch the lever): Examine visually if the safety pin touches the
valve head. Refer to Figure 5005.

CASE 1: If the safety pin touches the valve head: the fire extinguisher can
operate. No more steps are necessary.

CASE 2: If the safety pin does not touch the valve head: if there is a clearance
or not sure about the condition, then continue the below steps.

Push the lever down with one finger and low force to close the possible clearance.
Release the lever.

Do a check if the safety pin stays in its position or if it moves back up on its own
after the release of the lever.

CASE 3: If the lever does not move up on its own and stays in its position
(without a clearance between safety pin and valve head, refer to Figure 5005):
the fire extinguisher can operate. No more steps are necessary.

CASE 4: If the lever moves back into its old position on its own (if shows a
possible clearance again): the extinguisher can malfunction, it cannot operate
and replacement is necessary. Refer to the design holder instructions.

Vendor codes are in accordance with current issues of U.S. Federal
Supply Codes for Manufacturer Handbooks H4-1, H4-2 and H4-3 and/
or in accordance with applicable European regulations and are
preceded by the letter 'V'. Standard parts such as AN, DIN, MS etc. are
not identified by a vendor code. When there is no known vendor code,
the abbreviated name of the vendor is listed in lieu of the vendor code.

Column “EFF CODFE”

Alpha variants A-Z (except | and O) can be assigned to an existing
item number in the FIG-ITEM column to show configuration
differences, optional parts, etc. Alpha variant items are not shown on
the illustration when the appearance and location of the alpha variant
are the same as the basic item. In the EFF CODE column, part
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applicability is indicated with respect to the top assemblies. A part
shown with an effectivity code is only used in the top assembly variant
which has the same effectivity code. The absence of a code indicates
that the part is common to all variants of the top assembly.

(f) Column “UNITS PER ASSY”

This column contains the quantity of a specific catalog sequence
numbered part required in the build sequence of only one (where more
than one exists), next higher sub-sub-assembly, sub-assembly,
assembly, or installation level as applicable.
